SCHOOL NEWS:
DRESS DOWN DAY:  Will be held on Monday, October 26th for Red Ribbon Week.  Pay $1.00 and our school donation will be sent to Kids against Drugs.  So wear all your RED clothing and show your support for this worthy cause.
DISMISSAL:  If your child is being dismissed early, please send a note to the teacher in regards to the time and reason.  Due to new procedures the teachers need to have this information in advance to log in the computer system to make sure that your child is being sent to the right place at dismissal.  The office does not handle dismissal, so please make sure you relay any change in dismissal to the classroom teacher, not the office.

Please follow the costume rules that were sent home in the last two newsletters.

UNIFORMS– As of November 2nd please follow the uniform code for Fall.  This means no more shorts for the boys or black skorts for the girls.  Grades 4 – 8 girls are to be dressed in the plaid skirt with oxford style blouse, school crested sweater.  Girls in Gr. 6 – 8 may wear the crested sweater or red middle school fleece.  Boys in grades 4 – 8 should be dressed in black Flynn & O’Hara pants, red polo (long or short sleeve) or white dress shirt with the black crested sweater.  Gr. 6 – 8 boys may wear the black crested sweater or red middle school fleece.  Girls in K – 3 should dress in their plaid jumper with long or short sleeve peter - pan collar white blouse.  They may wear the black crested sweater over the jumper if cold. Boys in Gr. K – 3 should come dressed in black pants with long or short sleeve polo or white dress shirt.  They may also wear the black crested sweater at this time.  Girls may also start to wear black Flynn & O’Hara pants on November 2nd.  Red gym sweatshirts and black athletic pants should be worn on physical education days.
